Instructions for Participants
Following are a number of regulations and instructions regarding the Haifa Municipal Summer Camps that are binding on all participants:

General Information for Registrants

In the event of arrival after 8:15 a.m., the parents will accompany their child(ren) to their activity group(s) or will go, together with them,  to the camp office for instructions. 
The management of the camp reserves the right to expel any child whose behavior is deviant or violent.
Our advertisement is subordinate to these regulations.  

There will be no refunds because of absence for any reason.

The campers will enjoy a selection of the activities listed in our announcement in accordance with the nature and age of the group.

 The camp will be run in accordance with the policies of the Ministry of Education pertaining to security, safety and guarding. 
The children should bring with them to the camp on every day of activities: a bottle of drinking water, a hat with a brim, a bathing suit, a towel, a white shirt for the pool and sun screen, and for those with long hair, a swim cap is mandatory.
The camp is not responsible for the loss of the camper's personal property. Please do not send valuables to the camp. The parent must give consent to the child's participation in swimming in the pool and in activities outside the camp grounds. 

The camp's schedule may change in accordance with the number of children who have registered.  

The parent consents to receiving messages by e-mail and by SMS and to the possible appearance of the child's picture in the camp's internet site. 

1. Campers who attend till 1:30 p.m., without lunch and without transportation

a. Arrival and departure are the sole responsibility of the parent and the child.

b. The camp will not accept responsibility for your child before arriving at the camp area (beginning at 7:30 a.m.) and after departing from it (at 1:30).

2. Campers who attend till 2:30 p.m. including lunch but not including transportation


a. Arrival and departure are the sole responsibility of the parent and the child.

b. The camp will not accept responsibility for your child before arriving at the camp area (beginning at 7:30 a.m.) and after departing from it (at 2:30).

3. Campers who attend till 2:30 p.m. including lunch and including transportation

a. Arrival and departure are by organized transportation provided by the camp. The child must wait at the pick-up station that will be decided upon, and be there five minutes before the appointed time. The child may not leave the station before the bus has arrived. We cannot add a station or change to a station that is not on the list. The parents are responsible for picking up their child at the drop-off point.  Each route will have a person in charge with a cell phone for contact.    
b. The camp can not accept responsibility for your child before s/he boards the vehicle in the morning and after alighting from it at the station at the end of the day.
c. There may be small delays in pick-up and drop off due to traffic and other objective conditions beyond the control of the camp. 

4. Campers who attend till 4:00 p.m. including lunch and snack but without transportation.

a. Arrival and departure are the sole responsibility of the parent and the child (there is no transportation available).

b. The camp schedule is the same as till 2:00 p.m. with varied activities added till 4:00 p.m.
